





Memo to club secretaries
Guide to team sheet completion.

Ideally your starting eleven should wear shirts numbered one to eleven and be listed accordingly.

Even, if this is not possible your starting eleven must be entered in the first eleven spaces on the team sheet but you can amend the shirt numbers as need be. For instance you strike through the number eight and amend to number twenty three.
Substitutes must then be entered into the final boxes.  Again amend shirt numbers as required.
Tick beside their name if they played.
If your club has five substitutes but only three shirts advise the match referee of this prior to the game but he must be advised what number the player is wearing once he enters the field of play.

Ensure the referee is marked in the correct manner and to save time in league administration and to keep your club records up to date write the referees name near his mark.
